February is Low Vision Awareness Month:

The National Eye Institute has designated February as AgeeReVédcular Degeneration (AMD) and
Low Vision Awareness Month. According to the American Foundation foBlinel, AMD is one of the
leading causes of blindness. As baby boomers age, the number of peoplaveimoacular degeneration
will increase. There is presently no cure for macular degeneration.

When your vision loss cannot be corrected to normal by conventiorssleglacontacts, or surgery, and
your vision loss is severe enough to interfere with the abilitloteveryday tasks of daily living, you are
defined as being visually impaired. If you are over one in teliomipeople in the United States who are
visually impaired, you face each day coping with the daily frtistra of not being able to complete tasks
in the usual manner. If you are a person with low vision, we ency@gto take advantage of Vision
Rehabilitation Services. Vision Rehabilitation professionals eamed in eye diseases, adaptive
techniques, and in the use of adaptive equipment which is available wwitiethe completion of every-
day tasks.

Examples of vision rehabilitation services include:

Comprehensive low vision evaluation by an optometrist certified in working with le@anvis
devices.

Orientation and Mobility which teaches people to travel safely in their envenairwith the
use of a white cane and/or low vision devices.

Rehabilitation Teaching which emphasizes skills that help you complatgday tasks such
as cooking, cleaning, and using a computer.

There is a wide assortment of equipment available to help adtieestallenges of vision loss. A few
common pieces are large print address books, magnifiers that drestrargyer than you can purchase on
the general market, telephones with large buttons, large print amibtéikiepieces, and software to aid
in using your computer,. Unfortunately, at this time, such equipmenbtiscurrently covered by
insurance. Vision Rehabilitation Therapists are often familitin sources that may be able to provide
financial assistance for purchase of this equipment.

She
explained the Project Kidsight is a screening program desitmgutevent blindness through early childhood
detection and referral.

The screenings are done by taking a picture of the child's @siag photo-
technology with a Polaroid-type camera.

The pictures are sent to Detroit and examined by specialigte doctors can identify improperly aligned eyes
(strabismus), crossed eye or lazy eye (amblyopia), abnorfredtien error of the eye, significant near-sightedness
(myopia), farsightedness (hyperopia), astigmatism and cafa@naclia opacity). Approximately one of every 20

children between the ages of 1 to 5 years has an eye problecathpérmanently affect vision if untreated said
Osborne. Many children in this age group have never had their cisemked, and by the time they enter school
and have their eyes treated, the treatment may not be as effectiveyainel mare costly.

The person doing the testing uses a specially designed cafffegacamera may have special lights and music to
gain the child’'s attention and make the screening more enjoyable. It isxd@deikened room so the

Pupils are dilated. Only the eyes are photographed, not thefantre Special care is given to protect the identity
of the child. The screening has been show to be 85 to 90 percent accurate.

Osborne said the Lions usually work through day care providerst tchitssen. She has tried to hold open testing
on Saturdays with very few parents coming to get their chédgtes tested. The testing is at no cost to the parents;
it is funded by the sponsoring Lions Club. It costs $1.50 to have the pictureside®ti 30 for the photograph.
